Millson is co-author of the Foundation’s policy brief ‘Killing by Drones.’ He is also Chair of the New York City Bar Committee on International Law which undertook an 18-month investigation into ‘The Legality under International Law of Targeted Killings by Drones Launched by the United States.’ As part of a series of recommendations, Millson argues that the US should rethink its policy of conducting wars in secret, and calls for open discussion on the serious policy and legal questions identified in his policy brief.
