Professor Michael Aaronson is Professorial Research Fellow of the University of Surrey and Executive Director of the Centre for International Intervention, where he has spearheaded a cross-disciplinary approach to examining how and why states intervene in the affairs of other states. He has co-authored the 2014 text book ‘Precision-Strike Technology and International Intervention: Strategic, Ethico-legal and Decisional Implications’ and the 2013 Whitehall report, ‘Hitting the Target: How New Capabilities are Shaping Contemporary International Intervention.’ Professor Aaronson is an Honorary Fellow of Nuffield College Oxford.

Dr William Boothby has been Deputy Director of RAF Legal Services, Air Commodore, and is now Associate Fellow of the Geneva Centre for Security Policy, Emerging Security Challenges Programme. He has authored three leading text books, ‘Weapons and the Law of Armed Conflict,’ ‘The Law of Targeting,’ and ‘Conflict Law.’ He has also contributed towards the HPCR Manual on the Law of Air and Missile Warfare. Dr Boothby lectures and speaks widely on the application of international law in complex conflicts.
